These pictures will not be returned so
don’t send your only one. Limit of 3 entries per artist please. A

check for $25 (in U.S. funds) per entry must accompany your entry

form. Or you can submit your credit card number and expiration
date in the appropriate place on this entry form. If you are getting

this form from our web site, print it and fill it out completely. Entry

forms that are incomplete will be disqualified.

Do not send original art or printed reproductions. Horses In Art
is not responsible for the loss, damage or return of any photos,
slides or material submitted.

Judging:

Finalists will be chosen by at least two independent judges — to be
announced. Awards will be determined by the judges and the staff
of Horses In Art.

Deadline:
All entries must be postmarked by December 31, 2009

Notification:
All winners will be notified prior to our Spring 2010 issue.

Awards: There will be no cash awards given.

First place will be awarded the cover of an issue of Horses In Art
magazine along with a feature article and a full page ad.

Second place will be awarded a free 1/2 page ad in an issue of
Horses In Art and be featured in the magazine.

Third place will be awarded a free 1/3 page ad in an issue of
Horses In Art and featured in an article.

Honorable Mentions will be at the judges discretion and will be
included in an article.

Note: The winning cover art will need to be able to be made
available in a high resolution (300ppi) 8.5 x 11 format scan or
a 4 x 5 (or larger) professional transparency.
